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ABOUT HOLY COMMUNION – (2nd & 4th Sundays) We believe that the Lord’s Supper is not symbolic. 

We believe what Jesus Himself said: that His body and blood are truly present in this, His meal that He 

instituted for forgiveness and spiritual strength, that God desires our sincere confession, continuous seeking 

and giving forgiveness and, that being genuine in taking Communion so that we not harm ourselves by 

taking it in an unworthy manner. If you believe the above and you are a baptized believer who trusts in the 

death and resurrection of Jesus for the forgiveness of sins, and you have examined yourself, you are welcome 

to commune with us. Please talk to the Pastor if you have any questions. The bread is offered before the 

“individual" and “common” cups of wine. (Note: White Grape Juice is in the center of the tray.)

As We Gather – During the season of Epiphany, which means “shine forth,” the Readings shine forth to us 

the real, biblical Jesus. So far this season we have seen how Jesus turned water into wine, how He taught 

with an authority never heard before, and how He cast out demons and healed the sick. Now this week we 

hear that Jesus calls disciples to be “catching people.” God calls. He calls individual people such as Isaiah and 

Peter, and groups of people such as the Twelve and the Church today. As God called Isaiah in a spectacular 

vision to speak God’s Word in a world marred by sin, so He calls us, the Church, to do the same. As Jesus 

called Peter to go from catching fish to “catching men,” so He calls us, the Church, to do the same. What 

God has done for all of creation in the death and resurrection of Jesus will not be kept silent. God calls us to 

speak the Gospel in a sin-marred world and to live in ways that demonstrate the power of the Gospel.

1In the year that King Uzziah died I saw the Lord sitting upon a throne, high and lifted up; and the train 

of his robe filled the temple. 2Above him stood the seraphim. Each had six wings: with two he covered his 

face, and with two he covered his feet, and with two he flew. 3And one called to another and said: 

“Holy, holy, holy is the LORD of hosts; 

the whole earth is full of his glory!” 
4And the foundations of the thresholds shook at the voice of him who called, and the house was filled with 

smoke. 5And I said: “Woe is me! For I am lost; for I am a man of unclean lips, and I dwell in the midst of a 
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people of unclean lips; for my eyes have seen the King, the LORD of hosts!” 
6Then one of the seraphim flew to me, having in his hand a burning coal that he had taken with tongs 

from the altar. 7And he touched my mouth and said: “Behold, this has touched your lips; your guilt is taken 

away, and your sin atoned for.” 
8And I heard the voice of the Lord saying, “Whom shall I send, and who will go for us?” Then I said,

Epistle  1 Corinthians 14:12b–20 
12So with yourselves, since you are eager for manifestations of the Spirit, strive to excel in building up 

the church. 
13Therefore, one who speaks in a tongue should pray for the power to interpret. 14For if I pray in a 

tongue, my spirit prays but my mind is unfruitful. 15What am I to do? I will pray with my spirit, but I will 

pray with my mind also; I will sing praise with my spirit, but I will sing with my mind also.  
16Otherwise, if you give thanks with your spirit, how can anyone in the position of an outsider say “Amen” 

to your thanksgiving when he does not know what you are saying? 17For you may be giving thanks well 

enough, but the other person is not being built up. 18I thank God that I speak in tongues more than all of 

you. 19Nevertheless, in church I would rather speak five words with my mind in order to instruct others, 

than ten thousand words in a tongue. 
20Brothers, do not be children in your thinking. Be infants in evil, but in your thinking be mature.

1On one occasion, while the crowd was pressing in on [Jesus] to hear the word of God, he was standing 

by the lake of Gennesaret, 2and he saw two boats by the lake, but the fishermen had gone out of them 

and were washing their nets. 3Getting into one of the boats, which was Simon’s, he asked him to put out a 

little from the land. And he sat down and taught the people from the boat. 4And when he had finished 

speaking, he said to Simon, “Put out into the deep and let down your nets for a catch.” 5And Simon 

answered, “Master, we toiled all night and took nothing! But at your word I will let down the nets.” 6And 

when they had done this, they enclosed a large number of fish, and their nets were breaking. 7They 

signaled to their partners in the other boat to come and help them. And they came and filled both the 

boats, so that they began to sink. 8But when Simon Peter saw it, he fell down at Jesus’ knees, saying, 

“Depart from me, for I am a sinful man, O Lord.” 9For he and all who were with him were astonished at the 

catch of fish that they had taken, 10and so also were James and John, sons of Zebedee, who were partners 

with Simon. And Jesus said to Simon, “Do not be afraid; from now on you will be catching men.” 11And 

when they had brought their boats to land, they left everything and followed him.

“Jesus’ Simple Message, Mission, and Means haven’t Changed” 

1. At times it is hard for us to hear someone’s correction and direction, especially if you 

think they don’t know what you do and how you do it! 

2. Jesus calls out to professional fishmen telling them how to do their job… to go outside 

the norm and do the opposite of what they and others have always done. 

3. They follow his command. In fact, their obedient response might be the bigger miracle 

than the actual catching of fish! 

4. The equipment – the nets of the church today Jesus gives us and wants us to use – His 

Means of Grace. 

5. What God wants is not success the way the world understands it. He wants faithfulness. 

We respond in grateful obedience, which is directed and enabled by Him… a grateful, 

obedient response because of all He has done and keeps doing. 

6. St. Paul’s “five words” (from today’s Epistle) could be based on the acrostic in Greek 

meaning “fish” that the early church used: ἰχθύς - ēsous Christos theou hyios sōtēr (Jesus 

Christ God’s Son Saviour). This is the mission and message in five words, still! 

7. From faithful pulpits, from fonts, from altars of faithful churches is where all genuine 

missions and evangelism flow from and out into the world. And then all genuine missions 

and evangelism lead right back to faithful pulpits, fonts, altars of faithful churches… and 

all flowing from Jesus and flowing back to Jesus Christ, God’s Son and Saviour.
