If you believe the above and you are a baptized believer who trusts in the 

death and resurrection of Jesus for the forgiveness of sins, and you have examined yourself, you are welcome 

to commune with us. Please talk to the Pastor if you have any questions. The bread is offered before the

As We Gather – Today we celebrate the resurrection of our Lord. That event is a fact of history, but it 

means, as we sing to our Savior in “Hail Thee, Festival Day,” new life given to us all. Through Isaiah, God had 

promised a new heaven and a new earth. For us that means a new life in which our sins have been forgiven 

as we trust that Jesus paid for them all with His death and resurrection. The report of the women on Easter 

was met with skepticism by the disciples. But Christ did rise, and, Paul points out in the Epistle, He’s the 

firstfruits of those who sleep. Today’s celebrating isn’t for a day—it lasts forever!

P On the cross Jesus said, “It is finished,” and on Easter our Father in heaven acknowledged the sacrifice 

complete by raising our Savior from death. Forgiveness is available to all who call out to God in Jesus’ 

name. Let us therefore confess our sins. 
 

Silence for reflection on the Word of God and our sinful condition. 
 

P Heavenly Father, 

C we confess that we have not walked in newness of life. We have failed to love You with all that 

we are and have, and we have not always remembered the new life You bestowed on us in 

Baptism. 

 

P Lord Jesus, 

C we confess that we have not always sought the things that are above. We have failed to love 

our neighbors with our thoughts, words, and deeds. 
 

P O Holy Spirit, 

C we have not always relied on Your power to amend our sinful lives. Create in us clean hearts 

and renew a right spirit within us, for we call out to You in Jesus’ name. 

 

P Christ has paid for all our sins. The sacrifices of God are a broken spirit; a broken and contrite heart, O 

God, You will not despise. As a called and ordained servant of Christ I therefore forgive you all your 

sins in the name of the Father and of the T Son and of the Holy Spirit.     

C Amen. 

 

Salutation and Prayer of the Day  

P The Lord be with you.

P Let us pray. O God, for our redemption You gave Your only-begotten Son to the death of the cross 

and by His glorious resurrection delivered us from the power of the enemy.

Old Testament Reading Isaiah 65:17–25; antiphon, v. 17 

L Isaiah wrote in poetic form. Let us therefore speak the reading responsively, as we would a psalm. 

 

“Behold, I create new heavens and a new earth, 

and the former things shall not be remembered or come into mind. 

 

But be glad and rejoice forever in that which I create; 

C for behold, I create Jerusalem to be a joy, and her people to be a gladness.  
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L I will rejoice in Jerusalem and be glad in My people; 

C no more shall be heard in it the sound of weeping and the cry of distress. 

 

L No more shall there be in it an infant who lives but a few days, 

or an old man who does not fill out his days, 

C for the young man shall die a hundred years old, 

and the sinner a hundred years old shall be accursed. 

 

L They shall build houses and inhabit them; they shall plant vineyards and eat their fruit. 

C They shall not build and another inhabit; they shall not plant and another eat; 

 

L for like the days of a tree shall the days of My people be, 

C and My chosen shall long enjoy the work of their hands. 

Behold, I create new heavens and a new earth, 

and the former things shall not be remembered or come into mind.  

 

L They shall not labor in vain or bear children for calamity, 

C for they shall be the offspring of the blessed of the Lord, and their descendants with them. 

 

L Before they call I will answer; 

C while they are yet speaking I will hear. 

 

L The wolf and the lamb shall graze together;  

the lion shall eat straw like the ox, and dust shall be the serpent’s food. 

C “They shall not hurt or destroy in all My holy mountain,” says the Lord. 

Behold, I create new heavens and a new earth, 

and the former things shall not be remembered or come into mind. 
 

L This is the Word of the Lord.

Epistle  1 Corinthians 15:14–26 

14And if Christ has not been raised, then our preaching is in vain and your faith is in vain. 15We are even 

found to be misrepresenting God, because we testified about God that he raised Christ, whom he did not 

raise if it is true that the dead are not raised. 16For if the dead are not raised, not even Christ has been 

raised. 17And if Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile and you are still in your sins. 18Then those 

also who have fallen asleep in Christ have perished. 19If in this life only we have hoped in Christ, we are of 

all people most to be pitied. 
20But in fact Christ has been raised from the dead, the firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep. 21For as 

by a man came death, by a man has come also the resurrection of the dead. 22For as in Adam all die, so 

also in Christ shall all be made alive. 23But each in his own order: Christ the firstfruits, then at his coming 

those who belong to Christ. 24Then comes the end, when he delivers the kingdom to God the Father after 

destroying every rule and every authority and power. 25For he must reign until he has put all his enemies 

under his feet. 26The last enemy to be destroyed is death.

P In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and when He had given thanks, He gave it to 

them, saying: “Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in My T blood, which is shed for 

you for the forgiveness of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.” 
 

Proclamation of Christ  

P As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we proclaim the Lord's death until He comes.
