We believe what Jesus Himself said: that His body and blood are truly present in this, His meal that He 

instituted for forgiveness and spiritual strength, that God desires our sincere confession, continuous seeking 

and giving forgiveness and, that being genuine in taking Communion so that we not harm ourselves by 

taking it in an unworthy manner. If you believe the above and you are a baptized believer who trusts in the 

death and resurrection of Jesus for the forgiveness of sins, and you have examined yourself, you are 

welcome to commune with us. Please talk to the Pastor if you have any questions. The bread is offered 

before the “individual" and “common” cups of wine. (Note: White Grape Juice is in the center of the tray.)

As We Gather - As the Lord Jesus had His disciples make preparations for the annual Passover meal, little 

did they know that this would be the very last official observance of the commanded remembrance of the 

exodus deliverance of the Jewish people from Egyptian bondage in the days of Moses. For in the next three 

days (the Triduum), the fulfillment of that prophetic event would culminate in the deliverance of all people 

from the bondage of sin and death by means of the blood of the Lamb of God, Jesus, the Christ, the long-

awaited Messiah and deliverer. Tonight the “cup of blessing” (1 Corinthians 10:16) of the Passover meal is 

made to be the means of our participation in the very blood to be shed in atonement on the cross of Good 

Friday. Tonight this cup becomes the Sacrament of forgiveness of sins, life, and salvation given to each 

individual believer from now on until the Lord returns on the Last Day. Tonight it is of utmost importance for 

all to hear and to believe in the very real presence of our crucified and risen Lord Jesus not just “spiritually” 

but “in, with, and under” the bread and wine we share, for the Lord Himself invites us to take and eat His 

body and to take and drink His blood, shed for us.

Confessional Address LSB, pp. 290–291 
P Beloved in the Lord, it is our intention to receive the Holy Supper of our Lord Jesus Christ, in which He 

strengthens our faith by giving us His body to eat and His blood to drink. Therefore, it is proper that 

we diligently examine ourselves, as St. Paul urges us to do, for this holy Sacrament has been instituted 

for the special comfort of those who are troubled because of their sin and who humbly confess their 

sins, fear God’s wrath, and hunger and thirst for righteousness.  

 

But when we examine our hearts and consciences, we find nothing in us but sin and death, from 

which we are incapable of delivering ourselves. Therefore, our Lord Jesus Christ has had mercy on us. 

For our benefit He became man so that He might fulfill for us the whole will and law of God and, to 

deliver us, took upon Himself our sin and the punishment we deserve. 

 

So that we may more confidently believe this and be strengthened in the faith and in holy living, our 

Lord Jesus Christ took bread, broke it, and gave it to His disciples and said: “Take, eat; this is My body, 

which is given for you.” It is as if He said, “I became man, and all that I do and suffer is for your good. 

As a pledge of this, I give you My body to eat.” 

 

In the same way also He took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying: “Drink of it, all of you; 

this cup is the new testament in My blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness of sins.” Again, it 

is as if He said, “I have had mercy on you by taking into Myself all your iniquities. I give Myself into 

death, shedding My blood to obtain grace and forgiveness of sins, and to comfort and establish the 

new testament, which gives forgiveness and everlasting salvation. As a pledge of this, I give you My 

blood to drink.” 

 

Therefore, whoever eats this bread and drinks this cup, confidently believing this Word and promise 

of Christ, dwells in Christ and Christ in him and has eternal life. 

 

We should also do this in remembrance of Him, showing His death—that He was delivered for our 

offenses and raised for our justification. Giving Him our most heartfelt thanks, we take up our cross 

and follow Him and, according to His commandment, love one another as He has loved us. For we are 

all one bread and one body, even as we are all partakers of this one bread and drink from the one 

cup. For just as the one cup is filled with wine of many grapes and one bread made from countless 

grains, so also we, being many, are one body in Christ. Because of Him, we love one another, not only 

in word, but in deed and in truth. 

 

May the almighty and merciful God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, by His Holy Spirit, accomplish 

this in us. 

C Amen.

Let All Mortal Flesh Keep Silence 
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Old Testament Reading Exodus 12:1–14 
 1The LORD said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt, 2“This month shall be for you the beginning of 

months. It shall be the first month of the year for you. 3Tell all the congregation of Israel that on the tenth 

day of this month every man shall take a lamb according to their fathers’ houses, a lamb for a household. 
4And if the household is too small for a lamb, then he and his nearest neighbor shall take according to the 

number of persons; according to what each can eat you shall make your count for the lamb. 5Your lamb 

shall be without blemish, a male a year old. You may take it from the sheep or from the goats, 6and you 

shall keep it until the fourteenth day of this month, when the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel 

shall kill their lambs at twilight. 

 7“Then they shall take some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and the lintel of the houses in 

which they eat it. 8They shall eat the flesh that night, roasted on the fire; with unleavened bread and bitter 

herbs they shall eat it. 9Do not eat any of it raw or boiled in water, but roasted, its head with its legs and its 

inner parts. 10And you shall let none of it remain until the morning; anything that remains until the 

morning you shall burn. 11In this manner you shall eat it: with your belt fastened, your sandals on your feet, 

and your staff in your hand. And you shall eat it in haste. It is the LORD’s Passover. 12For I will pass through 

the land of Egypt that night, and I will strike all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and 

on all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgments: I am the LORD. 13The blood shall be a sign for you, on the 

houses where you are. And when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and no plague will befall you to 

destroy you, when I strike the land of Egypt. 

 14“This day shall be for you a memorial day, and you shall keep it as a feast to the LORD; throughout your 

generations, as a statute forever, you shall keep it as a feast.”

you. Do this in remembrance of me.” 25In the same way also he took the cup, after supper, saying, “This 

cup is the new covenant in my blood. Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.” 26For as 

often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death until he comes. 

 27Whoever, therefore, eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty 

of profaning the body and blood of the Lord. 28Let a person examine himself, then, and so eat of the bread 

and drink of the cup. 29For anyone who eats and drinks without discerning the body eats and drinks 

judgment on himself. 30That is why many of you are weak and ill, and some have died. 31But if we judged 

ourselves truly, we would not be judged. 32But when we are judged by the Lord, we are disciplined so that 

we may not be condemned along with the world.

10He said to them, “Behold, when you have entered the city, a man 

carrying a jar of water will meet you. Follow him into the house that he enters 11and tell the master of the 

house, ‘The Teacher says to you, Where is the guest room, where I may eat the Passover with my 

disciples?’ 12And he will show you a large upper room furnished; prepare it there.” 13And they went and 

found it just as he had told them, and they prepared the Passover. 

 14And when the hour came, he reclined at table, and the apostles with him. 15And he said to them, “I 

have earnestly desired to eat this Passover with you before I suffer. 16For I tell you I will not eat it until it is 

fulfilled in the kingdom of God.” 17And he took a cup, and when he had given thanks he said, “Take this, 

and divide it among yourselves. 18For I tell you that from now on I will not drink of the fruit of the vine 

until the kingdom of God comes.” 19And he took bread, and when he had given thanks, he broke it and 

gave it to them, saying, “This is my body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of me.” 20And 

likewise the cup after they had eaten, saying, “This cup that is poured out for you is the new covenant in 

my blood.”

John 13:31 
 

P  Jesus said, “Now is the Son of Man glorified, and God is glorified in Him” just after Judas had left to 

betray Him. Jesus, in His good time, washed the disciples’ feet, inaugurated a new commandment to 

love one another, and observing the Passover, instituted a new Meal in the Lord’s Supper for the life 

of the Church. After Jesus’ arrest in the Garden of Gethsemane, the time for His death was drawing 

near. 
 

Stripping of the Altar – During the closing hymn, the altar is stripped as a symbol of the 

abandonment our Lord endured in the hours that would follow and a reminder of how Jesus was 

stripped of His clothes and ultimately His life, in payment for our sins. No benediction concludes this 

service as an indication that the worshipful reflection continues for three more days.
