As We Gather - In a world filled with uncertainty, our hearts are often troubled. We carry burdens we
cannot fix, sins we cannot undo, and fears about what lies ahead. Like the disciples on the night before His
crucifixion, we do not always see the way forward. Yet Jesus speaks into our unrest: "Let not your hearts be
troubled. Believe in God; believe also in Me.” He does not point us to a path we must discover, but to
Himself. He is the Way when we do not know where to go, the Truth when everything feels uncertain, and
the Life who has overcome death itself.

At the cross, Jesus has dealt with the deepest cause of our troubled hearts... our sin and separation from
God. In Him, we see the Father’'s mercy and receive His forgiveness. And in His resurrection, we are given this
promise: He has prepared a place for us and will come again to bring us to Himself.

As we gather, we come not because we have everything together, but because Christ has done everything
for us. Here, through His Word, He meets us, speaks peace into our troubled hearts, and fixes them where
true joy is found.
